Located at the Department of Corrections, Correeti&-acility in Deer Lodge,
Montana
A portion of Deer/Elk Hunting District 212

RULES AND REGULATIONS — ARCHERY-ONLY AREA

1. The following MCE Ranch lands (located in Powell@ty) are open to hunting

of big game only with Lawful Archery Equipmeas outlined in the hunting
regulations provided by Montana Dept. of Fish, \lifidd& Parks (FWP):
Beginning at the junction of the Old Stage Roadiitp road) and Elk Ridge
Road (Forest Service Road #5149) in Section 22, FANW and proceeding
west along the Elk Ridge Road to the power linel rgaison fence line) in the
southeast ¥4 of Section 22, T8N, R10W; then southgathe power line road
(prison fence line) to the southwest corner offttigon fence in Section 28, T7N,
R10 W; then east along the south boundary Sec8pi 2N, R10W (prison
fence line) to the southwest corner of SectionTZN, R10W; then south to the
southwest corner of Section 34, T7N, R10W; then teahe southeast corner of
Section 34, T7N R10W; then south to the southwestar of Section 2, T6N,
R10W; then east along the prison fence line tdtbmpsey Lake Road (county
road); then northeasterly along Dempsey Lake Rpasiop fence line) to the
southeast corner of Section 36 T7N R10W; then redrhg the prison fence line
on east edge of Section 36 and 25, T7N, R10W toec@f the prison fence line
in Section 25, T7N, R10W; then east along prisorcédine in N2 Section 30,
T7N, ROW to the corner of the prison fence linéalte Hill Road (county road);
then north approx. %2 mile along the east side ofi@es 30 and 19, T7N, ROW
to the corner of prison fence line on the eastdgeef Section 19, T7N, ROW,;
then follow the prison fence west and northerléettions 19 and 18 T7N ROW
to the northeast corner of Section 18, T7N, R9Wntfollow the prison fence
east approx. ¥ mile along the southern bounda8eofion 8, T7N, R9W; then
follow the prison fence north approx. %2 mile to plaection of the airport fence;
then proceeding northwesterly, follow the fencedeoing the airport, golf
course, and National Guard Armory through sect®risand 6, T7N, ROW to
the Old Stage Road (county road); then follow tté ®lage Road northwest
through Sections 36, 26, and 22, T8N, R10W touhetjon of the Elk Ridge
Road (Forest Service Road #5149), the point ofrirégg.

A laminated archery-only land use permit is reqiifi@ all hunting in the
Archery-Only Area and is available at the MCE Ramdbffice building.
Issuance of archery-only land use permits willtstargust ' of each year and
end December 50f each year The MCE Ranch office is open Monday
through Friday, 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M. for archenyly land use permits. The
office is not open on state-observed holidays. kBemind checks are required
and will take a minimum of 48 hours to process.mPleted archery-only land
use permits can be picked up at the Ranch 1 Officafter normal working
hours, on holidays and weekends, at MSP Check.Pbiaiters without a permit
are subject to a trespass violation.

All hunters must enter and exit the Archery-Onleathrough the Montana
State Prison (MSP) Check Point. The MSP ChecktRdiicer will control

traffic by means of a hunting/fishing/motorizedri@tal/land use logbook. The
officer will complete the appropriate informationthe logbook and obtain the
driver’s license or other form of picture ID of akrsons in the hunting party.
Once cleared through MSP Check Point, no scoutingdme or stopping is
allowed. Hunters must proceed to their designptelling area. The driver's
license (or other ID) will be returned when persbosting on MCE Ranch lands
exit the facility. Anyone found abusing this ridesubject to having his/her land
use permit revoked.

Daily check in, for hunting, will begin 2 hours beé sunrise and all hunters will
be checked out no later than 2 hours after surides. sunrise and sunset hours
are listed in FWP's current Deer-Elk-Antelope HaogtRegulations.

On Saturdays and Wednesdays during the genembatison, excefiir
opening day on October 24Archery access will not be allowed between the
Conley Lake Road and the Dempsey Creek Road b&f@® noon while rifle
hunting in the Archery Only Area is in progress.

NO FIREARMS, TOBACCO OR ALCOHOlare allowed on the Archery-Only
Area. All vehicles entering MSP and MCE Ranch tammay be subject to search
at any time. It is a felony and violation of stie, 45-7-307 MCA, to transfer
or receive any illegal article or weapon to or framrisoner in a state prison.
The following items are illegal articles: weapafigny kind; ammunition;
dangerous drugs; money, currency cash, checks,ymwoders, credit cards, debit
cards, and electronic teller cards; and tobaccdymts of any kind.

All safety zones (No Hunting and No Trespassind) véi marked with
red/orange paint or signs. At Nibne are you allowed in these areas without
permission from MCE Administration or MSP Commaras® Violators may be
prosecuted and may lose their hunting privilegeprison property. At the
Treasure State Correctional Training Center (Baonh@-Parking Lot 1) the
safety zone is everything inside of the jackleg&nAt the gun range, the safety
zone is everything inside the fenced area. AtiRgrkot 2, hunting is restricted
until you reach Taylor Bench (ridge) to the north.

HUNTERS MUST PARK IN DESIGNATED PARKING AREAS ONLYDO
NOT PARK IN UNAUTHORIZED AREAS. Hunters are allodi¢o change
parking lots but must check in again with the @ffiat the MSP Check Point.

All parked vehicles must be secured with loosemment locked in the vehicle.
Drop-offs are allowed after hunters are clearedugh MSP Check Point. The
drop-off must be at a designated parking areaandiydone by a licensed hunter
with an MCE archery-only permit.

No pets will be allowed to accompany hunters orptteenises or in the hunter's
vehicle. No walk-alongnly persons who have an archery-only land usmipe
will be able to hunt or accompany hunters in treaabelow the power line
fence.

10. All hunting will be conducted on foot or by motastebicycle Bicycles left

unattended must be secured with a bicycle lock.

11. Motorized game retrieval, under escort and threesghblished procedure, is

allowed in the Archery-Only AreaHunters must get their harvested animal

to the nearest established road prior to requestingnotorized retrieval. To
initiate the motorized retrieval process the huntast physicallype at
Checkpoint to notify the MSP Check Point officétunters are advised that help
with retrieval is a voluntary process and will ocouly if staff is available. If
staff is not available, the retrieval may have ttwintil the following day. The

retrieval escort will be responsible for filling the “game harvest” logbook
completely and legibly. Hunters are ratibwed in a state vehicle during a
retrieval. _No ongincluding staff, is allowed to have firearms amraunition of
any type in the archery-only area during the regii@rocess. No hunting is
allowed during a motorized retrieval. Other retaleoptions include game cart,
dragging, backpack or horses. Off road vehiclesat allowed for motorized
game retrieval.

All game animals will be checked for proper taggittghe pick-up site during a
retrieval, otherwise this will be done when thengati exits through the MSP
Check Point location. FWP authorities will be fietl of any violation.

If a hunter is disabled and needs an escort, ttertesill be issued a special
disabled hunter escort permit through the MCE rasfibe. The escort must be
a licensed archery-only hunter and a backgroundkchvél also be required.

No overnight campings allowed, and no permanent structures sucteas tr
stands, shelters, etc. are allowed. Portablestegels are allowed. Tree stands
must be removed before the end of the hunting seaBlinds and decoys are
also allowed but must not be left overnight. M®B BCE are not responsible
for theft or destruction of stands or other perspnaperty. Timber is not to be
cut at any time on prison property.

Bow hunters may wear camouflage clothing in theh&rg-Only Area during the
general hunting season.

MCE and MSP reserve the right to close MCE Ranetiddo archery hunting at
any time. During a lockdown situation, no one \b#l allowed on prison
property for any reason.

In the event that a prison emergency occurs, tiea sVill sound continuously for
a lengthy time. All hunters will immediately gotteeir vehicle at the parking
area, get in the vehicle, lock the vehicle andatosthe MSP Check Point. The
officer at MSP Check Point will account for the g@1s in the vehicle and
provide instructions on what to do. EXCEPTIORN the last Saturday of each
month, a siren test is conducted between the €90 A.M. and 7:30 A.M.
This is a short test of the siren. Hunters udigproperty can disregard this
siren test.

The Prison Ranch 212-20 Deer B license (valid iibree-sex, white-tailed deer)
may be purchased annually beginning Augisirdm the Region 2 FWP office
(3201 Spurgin Rd., Missoula, MT 59804; phone 408-5800) or any FWP
license provider. Limitis five (5) 212-20 licessger hunter per year, and these
licenses are not valid outside the Prison RanclhémecOnly Area.

For your safety, please be aware that there méyjao& bear sows with cubs, as
well as a cow moose with calves on the prison radhbig game animals may
be hunted in the Prison Ranch’s Archery-Only Areeeet for black bear and
moose. Wolves may be hunted with a valid license.

RULES AND REGULATIONS — RIFLE AREA

MCE Ranch lands west and north of the above-destischery-Only Area are
open yearlong to recreational activities, includinating of big game and
upland game birds in accordance with current hgniagulations provided by
FWP. Permission from the MCE Ranch office is mojuired to access this area.
There are no weapons restrictions, except as prdvidhunting regulations.

North of the Elk Ridge Parking Area, motorized ¢ are allowed on all
currently established roadways on MCE land. Sofithe Elk Ridge Parking
Area and west of the power line fence, motorizeuale use is only allowed on
roadways shown on the accompanying map for MCE land

On Saturdays and Wednesdays during the geneeabgfison, excefir

opening day on October 94the area between Elk Ridge Road and Dempsey
Creek Road in the Prison Ranch Rifle Area will lsed to motorized travel
before 12:00 noon while rifle hunting in the Arch@nly Area is in progress.

Motorized game retrieval, under escort and thraesghblished procedure, is
allowed in the area west of the power line fena® south of the Elk Ridge
Parking Area. The procedures for motorized gartreex@l are the same as
those outlined above for the Archery-Only Area.ntduis with rifles or
ammunition of any type in their vehicles are ntdwaéd to enter the archery-
only area at any time. Other retrieval optiondude game cart, dragging,
backpack or horses.

Game animals that are wounded in the Rifle Areacaoss into the Archery-
only Area, may only be pursued (under escort aralihh established
procedure) if deemed incapacitated (unable to jtafd initiate a wounded
animal retrieval, hunters must notify the MSP ChBoint officer.

Camping is allowed, except in designated parkiegsiand where posted
otherwise. Camping is limited to 14 days during 28-day period. Campers
must clean the area before departing and leavenainimpacts. Weapons may
not be left unattended in camps.
